MTU Alerts confirms MTU location and date to 
LBB (3 days a week, rotated amongst sites)

LBB confirm MTU with site landlord

Communication is sent out to staff (internally), 
residents (externally via website and social media) 

and BRF colleagues (via email) 

LBB to investigate potential future sites 
using intelligence as part of expansion. 

LBB to gather intelligence on 
demographics, vulnerable populations and 

areas not served by current MTU sites.

Future development of MTUs

London Coronavirus Response Cells (LCRC) 
identifies a situation where enhanced 

investigation is required.

LCRC IMT and DPH agree need for local testing at 
scale (>30 tests).

DPH notifies MTU cell and confirms number of 
tests needed and day of testing (as early as next 

day).

Intelligence data Notified by DPH

LBB notifies 
residents needing 

testing. 

MTU can be deployed with 
12 hours notice. Standard 
MTU operating procedures 

are followed.
